stable	pass	personally	at	the	show	office.	No	group	collecting	for	stable	
pass.

Please	observe	that	you	must	book	your	training	on	Thursday	afternoon	and	
evening	at	the	steward	in	the	hall.	No	training	during	horse	inspection.	On	the	
days	of	competition	there	is	only	warm	up	in	this	area.	You	get	access	according	
to	starting	order.	Free	riding	between	06:00-07:45	
In	the	morning	there	is	a	possibility	to	train	or	exercise	your	horse	at	the	
outdoor	area	behind	the	stables	to	the	west.	Please	inform	the	steward	on	site,	
when	entering	the	area.	Outside	training	time	between	06:00-08:30.

Eslöv.	Pass	Eslöv	towards	Gårdstånga/Lund	via	road	113.	At	Gårdstånga-junction	
towards	Sjöbo	via	road	104.	After	4	km	you	reach	Flyinge.	Turn	right	in	little	
roundabout.	Flyinge	Kungsgård/Arena	1	km.	Welcome!	From	South	(E6/E20):	Take	E22	
towards	Lund.	Pass	Lund.	10	km	past	Lund	turn	left	towards	Sjöbo	at	Gårdstånga-
junction.	After	4	km	you	reach	Flyinge.	Turn	right	in	little	roundabout.	Flyinge	
Kungsgård/Arena	1	km.	Welcome!	
Please	observe	stables	are	at	no	11.	Follow	directions	from	point	no	12.	Entry	point	to	
stable	area	approx	400	meters	efter	passing	the	main	arena	going	south	with	the	woods	
on	your	right	hand	side.	Do	not	enter	via	flyinge	main	houses	(6,10,8,7).	This	will	be	the	
wrong	way!!

Number	of	starts	qualified	for	the	second	round	will	be	the	following:	
Individual	2*	(Children,	Juniors	and	Seniors)	:				All	male	vaulters	and	the	15	best	placed	
female	will	be	allowed	to	start	in	the	second	round.	
Individual	3*	:		All	starters	will	start	in	all	tests.	
Pas-de-deux	:		All	starters	will	start	in	both	rounds	
Squad:		The	7	best	placed	squads	in	each	class	will	be	allowed	to	start	in	the	second	round.	
Starting	order	for	the	second	round	will	be	according	to	option	2	in	Article	708	in	the	FEI	
rules	for	vaulting.	The	starting	order	will	be	in	reverse	order	of	the	results	of	the	first	round.	
If	a	horse	or	a	lunger	starts	more	than	once	there	should	be	at	least	one	horse	in	between.	If	
vaulters	started	together	on	the	same	horse	in	the	first	round	they	may	also	start	together	
on	the	same	horse	in	the	second	round,	(	but	only	the	ones	that	are	qualified	for	the	second	
round).	The	starting	order	of	the	horse	will	then	be	decided	from	the	lowest	placed	vaulter	
on	the	horse.	The	vaulters	can	also	decide	to	start	separately,	one	by	one	in	the	second	
round.	Please	inform	the	show	office	as	soon	as	possible	after	results	from	the	first	round	
have	been	published.
